The Learn: The difference between Hope and Wish.

· What do you wish for? 
· I wish I had a million dollars. 
· I wish I was taller. 
· I wish my grandparents lived in our town. 
· I wish I hadn’t eaten so much food. 
· What do you hope for? 
· I hope for a good grade on this morning’s test. 
· I hope the company calls me for a second job interview. 
· I hope we have an adventurous holiday in Italy. 
· I hope this cold is finished and gone by the weekend.  
Do you see or feel the difference between wish and hope?

Wish is most commonly used in imagined situations: 

· I wish I had a dog. (I don't have a dog, but if I did, I would be happy.) 
· I wish you were here. (Unfortunately, you're not, and I miss you.) 

We use “wish” to say that something is NOT the way we want it to be. 
Sometimes wish is used in greetings and expressions of goodwill: 

	· We wish you a Merry Christmas.

· They wished him Happy Birthday.

· Wish me luck. 

"Hope" is for something that is possible, or even probable. Hope is used to express something that realistically could happen in the future, or reasonably could have happened in the past, even if it didn’t happen. 

· I hope you can come to the party.

· I had hoped to see you at the party last week. 
· I hope to get an A on the exam.
· I hope it doesn't rain tomorrow. 
· He hopes to be elected President. 
· She hoped you wouldn't find her.
Hope can be a confident and sure expectation of something we are waiting for.
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· I hope to see you at school in the morning.
· We hope to have a great Prom dance and party.

The highest kind of hope is a spiritual expression similar to faith: “Let your unfailing love surround us, Lord, for our hope is in you alone.” [David, Psalm 33:20-22]
Contrary viewpoint. “Hope is the only universal liar who never loses his reputation for veracity.”  Robert G. Ingersoll, atheist philosopher
Wish versus hope:
· I wish for universal peace. I hope Suzy and Sam will reconcile when they meet tomorrow.
· I wish to be the friend of all Laugh and Learn readers. I hope that at English Camp I will develop friendships with some of you.
